summarizing, inferring, comparing, explaining)

RECALL - Recal of a fact information, or
procedure

APPLYING
Carrying out or using a procedure in a given siuation
(eg. execuing, impementing)

BASIC APPLICATION OF
SKILLICONCEPT — Use of informaion.
conceptual knoviedge, procedures, two or
more steps, et

ANALYZING
Breaking material into s constituent parts and
detecting how the parts relate to one another and to an
overall structure on purpose (e.g. difereniating,
organizing, atrbuting)

EVALUATE
Making judgments based on criterla and standards
(e.g. checking, criiquing)

STRATEGIC THINKING — Requires

reasoning, developing a plan or sequence

of steps; has some complexiy; more than

one possible answer; generaly takes less
than 10 minutes to do

CREATING
Putting elements together to form a novel, coherent
whole or make an original product (e.g., generating,
planning, producing)

EXTENDED THINKING — Requires an
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
